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Study Thai educational development, philosophy, thoughts ;educational
principles and theories including religion, economic, society and culture; studying
concepts and strategies of educational management in order to promote sustainable
development and be able to apply them to school development.
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Special Education
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Study the definition, importance, philosophy, concepts and theories of special
educational management including laws and legislation of disabled learners and services for
children with special needs. Inclusive educational management, transference and educational
management for individual learning, media improvement, and management, facilities according
to the universal design, teachers’ roles and cooperation among teachers, parents, and relatives

in disabled-child development, teaching psychology for children with special needs, classroom

management techniques, and communicative skills with sign language and finger spelling.
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Educational Administration and Related Laws
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Study principles, concepts and gquidelines related to educational
administration and educational quality management; the provision in laws relating to educational
administration, and educational quality assurance; educational quality management and quality
management in learning activities to improve quality of continuous learning; being able to

provide activities and evaluate the quality these learning activities.
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Early Childhood Education
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Study of definition, importance, concepts, principles, and theories in early
childhood education that influence the educational management for young children. History,
policy, and models of early childhood education in Thailand. Agencies, new concepts, current

problems, solutions, and trends involving in early childhood education in the future.
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Educational Management in Multi-Cultural Context for Children
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Study of ways of life based on the urban and rural cultural beliefs including
different international beliefs. Cultural impacts on child development. Principles of child

development in different cultural context. Preparation for children to survive in a multi-cultural

society. Value growing and individualization based on different cultures.
